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                              DATABASE CREATION INFORMATION

How to create the database, define the tables and load the data

1.  Unzip DEFINEDB.01 to a flat file on disk and submit it through SPUFI.  This will create the database, tablespaces, tables, and indexspaces necessary to contain the data and establish referential integrity..  Note: The following must be done before submitting this job:

A.
This DDL contains a DB2 subsystem name, database name, stogroup names, volume names and an authorization id particular to this site.  These must be changed to an accepted standard at your site.

B.
Bufferpools BP1 (for tablespace) and BP2 (for indexspaces) are used.  This DDL grants use of the stogroup and bufferpools to public.  If you do not want these bufferpools and stogroups granted to public but instead want more security, you will have to change the grant statements before submitting this through SPUFI.

C.
The DBADM authority has been granted on this database to public.  This will allow loading of the tables to anyone.  If you do not want the DBADM authority granted to public on this database but instead want more security, you will have to change the grant statement before submitting through SPUFI.

2.
Unzip UCCJCL.01 to a flat file on disk. Next unzip the six files referenced above. You can put these files on disk or tape or cartridge. This example puts the data sets on tape. Submit through TSO.  This is a job that will load the data into the tables defined in the above step.  NOTE: The following must be done before submitting this job:

A.
The load utility control statements contain an authorization id particular to this site.  This must be changed to an accepted authorization id at your site.

B.
The job card must be changed to conform to your site’s standards.  Make sure the job class gives at least 10 minutes CPU time.

C.
The VOL=SER number must be changed to the vol=ser of the cartridge(s)/tape(s) supplied.

D.
The DSNUPROC proc must be modified to contain the right DB2 subsystem name and DB2 subsystem library.

E.
For the SYSUT1 and SORTOUT DD cards, change the hard coded volume to one that exists at your site.  Make sure these volumes have enough available space.

3.
After successful completion of the second step the tablespaces will be in a copy pending status.  Run an image copy backup and then run the RUNSTATS utility to update the system catalog.  The tables can then be accessed thru SPUFI.
